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§ 106‑277.17.  Registration and variety testing.
The Commissioner is authorized to require the registration, after field testing for 

performance and trueness‑to‑variety, of any variety, blend, or hybrid as a prerequisite to sale in 
this State and to promulgate rules and regulations pertaining to same. The Commissioner is 
further authorized to prohibit the sale of any variety, blend, or hybrid or any kind of crop, by 
and with the advice of the Director of the North Carolina Agricultural Research Service, that 
has been found by official field tests to be inferior, misrepresented or unsuited to conditions 
within the State.
