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§ 106‑931.  When Compact to become effective; authority of Governor.
When the legislature shall have executed said Compact on behalf of this State and shall 

have caused a verified copy thereof to be filed with the State Secretary, and when said Compact 
shall have been ratified by one or more of the states named in G.S. 106‑930, then said Compact 
shall become operative and effective as between this State and such other state or states. The 
Governor is hereby authorized and directed to take such action as may be necessary to 
complete the exchange of official documents as between this State and any other state ratifying 
said Compact.
