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§ 113B‑5.  Organization of the Council; adoption of rules of procedure therefor.
(a)	 To facilitate the work of the Energy Policy Council and for administrative purposes, 

the chairman of the Energy Policy Council, with the consent and approval of the members, may 
organize the work of the Council so as to carry out the provisions of this Chapter and to insure 
the efficient operation of the Council.

(b)	 The Energy Policy Council shall adopt its own rules of procedure and shall meet 
regularly at such times and in such places as it may deem necessary to carry out its functions.

(c)	 The Energy Policy Council is authorized to create such advisory committees as will 
be needed to assist the Council in its efforts and to assure adequate citizen‑consumer input into 
those efforts. Members of advisory committees shall be appointed by the Council for terms not 
to exceed the expiration date of terms of then present public members of the Council. (1975, c.
