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§ 42‑76.  Civil immunity.
Any person or organization who, in good faith, institutes, participates in, or encourages a 

person or entity to institute or participate in a civil action brought pursuant to this Article, or 
who in good faith provides any information relied upon by any person or entity in instituting or 
participating in a civil action pursuant to this Article shall have immunity from any civil 
liability that might otherwise be incurred or imposed. Any such person or organization shall 
have the same immunity from civil liability with respect to testimony given in any judicial 
proceeding conducted pursuant to this Article. (1995, c. 419, s. 1.)
