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§ 58‑78A‑8.  Original documents and certified copies as evidence.
Every document executed by the State Fire Marshal, in pursuance of any authority conferred 

on him by law and sealed with his seal of office, may be used as evidence and may be recorded in 
the proper recording offices, in the same manner and with like effect as a deed regularly 
acknowledged or proved before an officer authorized by law to take the probate of deeds, and all 
copies of papers in the Office of the State Fire Marshal certified by him and authenticated by his 
official seal shall be evidence as the original.  (2023‑151, s. 10.1(a).)
