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§ 87‑46.  Responsibility of licensee; nonliability of Board.
Nothing in this Article shall relieve the holder or holders of licenses issued under the 

provisions hereof from complying with the building or electrical codes or statutes or ordinances 
of the State of North Carolina, or of any county or municipality thereof now in force  or 
hereafter enacted. Nothing in this Article shall be construed as relieving the holder of any 
license issued hereunder from responsibility or liability for negligent acts on the part of such 
holder in connection with electrical contracting work; nor shall the State Board of Examiners of 
Electrical Contractors be accountable in damages, or otherwise for the negligent act or acts of 
any holder of such license.
