Whereas, the congressional redistricting plan contained herein was ratified by 4 

the 1991 General Assembly on July 9, 1991, as Chapter 601 of the 1991 Session Laws 5 
and submitted to the United States Department of Justice for preclearance as required by 6 
Section 5 of the Voting Rights Act of 1965; and 7 

Whereas, the United States Department of Justice denied preclearance to this 8 
plan on December 18, 1991, stating certain objections to the ratified plan; and 9 

Whereas, the General Assembly in this extra session needs a bill before it so 10 
that it may determine if it is feasible to change the ratified plan to overcome the 11 
objections of the Department of Justice; Now, therefore, 12 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 13 

Section 1.  G.S. 163-201 reads as rewritten: 14 
"§ 163-201.  Congressional districts specified. 15 

(a) For the purpose of nominating and electing members of the House of 16 
Representatives of the Congress of the United States in 1982 1992 and every two years 17 
thereafter, the State of North Carolina shall be divided into 11 12 districts as follows: 18

In the case where any individual blocks are listed above, the district allocation of 6 
unlisted water blocks shall be as found on maps and statistical reports of the districts on 7 
file with the Secretary of State. 8 

(d) If this section does not specifically assign any area within North Carolina to a 9 
district, and the area is: 10 

(1) Entirely surrounded by a single district, the area shall be deemed to 11 
have been assigned to that district; 12 

(2) Contiguous to two or more districts, the area shall be deemed to have 13 
been assigned to that district which contains the least population 14 
according to the 1990 United States Census; or 15 

(3) Contiguous to only one district and to another state or the Atlantic 16 
Ocean, the area shall be deemed to have been assigned to that district." 17
