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AN ACT TO INCREASE THE EXEMPTION FOR ANNOUNCING 

REQUIREMENTS OF CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECT DESIGNS. 
 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

Section 1.  G.S. 143-64.34 reads as rewritten: 
"§ 143-64.34.  Exemption of certain State Capital Improvement Projects.  

State Capital Improvement Projects under the jurisdiction of the State Building 
Commission where the estimated expenditure of public money is less than fifty 
thousand dollars ($50,000) one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) are exempt from 
the provisions of this Article." 

Section 2.  This act becomes effective October 1, 1997, and only applies to 
State Capital Improvement Projects for which designers or consultants are selected for 
approval on or after that date. 

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 10th day of 
July, 1997.
