AN ACT TO SETTLE ANNEXATION LITIGATION BY REPEALING AN
ANNEXATION ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF CAPE CARTERET.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

Section 1. Annexation Ordinance 96-07-03, adopted by the Board of
Commissioners of the Town of Cape Carteret on July 29, 1996, is repealed as to
territory north of Pettiford Bay. It is validated as to the remaining areas covered by the
ordinance. The area removed from the annexation by this act shall be subject to the
planning jurisdiction of the Town of Cape Carteret.

Section 2. This act becomes effective July 29, 1996.

In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 14th day of
July, 1998.
