(b) The district attorney position established for District 22B by subsection (a) of 39 
this section shall be filled by the district attorney who resides in Davidson County.  The 40 
district attorney position established for District 22A by subsection (a) of this section 41 
shall be filled by appointment by the Governor.  That district attorney's term expires on 42 
December 31, 1998.  A successor shall be elected in the 1998 general election. 43 
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(c) The 13 assistant district attorney positions currently serving District 22 shall be 1 
allotted between Districts 22A and 22B as follows: six assistant district attorney positions 2 
to District 22A and seven assistant district attorney positions to District 22B. 3 

Section 4.  There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Judicial 4 
Department the sum of two hundred forty-five thousand six hundred seventy-four dollars 5 
($245,674) for the 1997-98 fiscal year and the sum of three hundred twenty-three 6 
thousand four hundred thirty-seven dollars ($323,437) for the 1998-99 fiscal year to 7 
implement the provisions of this act. 8 

Section 5.  This act becomes effective January 1, 1998. 9
