Section 1.  Section 4 of Chapter 699 of the 1993 Session Laws reads as 6 

rewritten: 7 
"Sec. 4.  This act applies only to Alamance, Caswell, Haywood, Jackson, Orange, 8 

Rockingham, Swain, Macon, Henderson, and Transylvania Counties." 9 
Section 2.  This act becomes effective October 1, 1997, and applies to offenses 10 

committed on or after that date. 11
