A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO DIRECT THE PUBLIC HEALTH STUDY COMMISSION TO STUDY 2 

CHILDREN'S ACCESS TO HEALTH CARE. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

Section 1.  The Public Health Study Commission shall do the following: 5 
(1) Determine the number of children in this State who do not have access 6 

to health care because they are not covered by health insurance; 7 
(2) Recommend strategies for providing adequate health care to these 8 

children; and 9 
(3) Recommend strategies for ensuring that all children in this State are 10 

covered by health insurance. 11 
The Commission may report its findings and recommendations, including any 12 
recommended legislation, to the 1997 General Assembly, Regular Session 1998, and 13 
shall make its final report on this study to the 1999 General Assembly, upon its 14 
convening. 15 

Section 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 16
