The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
Section 1.  G.S. 20-138.5(b) reads as rewritten: 6 

"(b) A person convicted of violating this section shall be punished as a Class G 7 
felon. Notwithstanding the dispositions authorized in G.S. 15A-1340.17 for Class G 8 
felonies, the court shall impose an active term of imprisonment.  The term of 9 
imprisonment shall be consistent with the durations specified for that class of offense and 10 
prior record level.  Sentences imposed under this subsection shall run consecutively with 11 
and shall commence at the expiration of any sentence being served." 12 

Section 2.  This act becomes effective December 1, 1997, and applies to 13 
offenses committed on or after that date. 14
