The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
Section 1. G.S. 52C-3-308 reads as rewritten:
"§ 52C-3-308. Representation of obligee.

authorized-by—thi hapter-unless-alternative-arrangemen are-made by-the igee—In a
IV-D case, the support enforcement agency shall represent the obligee in proceedings
authorized by this Chapter unless the obligee makes alternative arrangements. In a non-
IV-D case, the district attorney shall represent the obligee in proceedings authorized by
this Chapter unless the obligee makes alternative arrangements. An obligee may employ
private counsel to represent the obligee in proceedings authorized by this Chapter."
Section 2. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the Department of
Human Resources the sum of four hundred twenty thousand dollars ($420,000) for the
1997-98 fiscal year and the sum of four hundred twenty thousand dollars ($420,000) for
the 1998-99 fiscal year to implement the provisions of this act, to be distributed among
both county and State child support agencies.
Section 3. This act becomes effective July 1, 1997.
