BILL SUMMARY:    
This act transfers all rights and responsibilities of the Aquariums Commission to the Secretary of 
Environment, Health, and Natural Resources. 
 
The proposed act abolishes the Aquariums Commission established under G. S. 143B-344.16 
and transfers the authority to dispense of fees credited to the North Carolina Special Aquariums 
Fund, established under G.S. 143B-344.17(f), to the Secretary of Environment, Health, and 
Natural Resources upon authorization of the General Assembly.  The right to establish a 
schedule of fees, for the N. C. Aquariums, granted to the Commission under Chapter 143B is 
also transferred to the Secretary under this act.  There are no changes to the current admission 
fees or to the restrictions on the uses of the revenue from admission charges.   
ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODOLOGY: 
The transfer of this authority creates no additional fiscal impact. 
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
