OPERATORS WHO FAIL TO RENEW THEIR ANNUAL CERTIFICATES ON

TIME THE OPTION OF PAYING LATE AND PENALTY FEES TO RENEW

THEIR CERTIFICATES.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 90A-47.4(b) reads as rewritten:

"(b) The certificate shall be renewed annually upon payment of a renewal fee of
ten dollars ($10.00). A certificate holder who fails to renew the certificate and pay the
renewal fee within 30 days of its expiration shall be required to take—and—pass—the
examination—for—certificationdo either of the following in order to renew the
certificatecertificate:

(1) Take and pass the examination for certification.
(2) Pay all current and past-due annual fees, a penalty fee of fifty dollars
($50.00), and an additional penalty fee of one hundred dollars
($100.00) for each additional year for which annual renewal fees were
not paid."
SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law and applies to all
certificates subject to annual renewal on or after that date.
