ABILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR THE PRESCRIPTION DRUG
ASSISTANCE PROGRAM.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to the
Department of Health and Human Services the sum of two million dollars ($2,000,000)
for the 2001-2002 fiscal year and the sum of two million dollars ($2,000,000) for the
2002-2003 fiscal year. These funds shall be used to pay the cost of outpatient
prescription drugs for individuals:

(1)  Over the age of 65 years and not eligible for full Medicaid benefits;

(2)  Whose income is not more than one hundred fifty percent (150%) of

the federal poverty level; and

(3)  Who have been diagnosed with cardiovascular disease or diabetes.
These funds shall be used to pay the cost of outpatient prescription drugs for the
treatment of cardiovascular disease or diabetes. Payment shall be not more than the
Medicaid cost including rebates. The Department shall develop criteria to maximize the
efficient and effective distribution of these drugs.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2001.
