The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 6 
SECTION 1.  Article 5 of Chapter 90 of the General Statutes is amended by 7 

adding a new section to read: 8 
"§ 90-94.1.  Treatment of controlled substances analogues. 9 

A controlled substance analogue shall, to the extent intended for human 10 
consumption, be treated for the purpose of any State law as a controlled substance in 11 
Schedule I." 12 

SECTION 2.  This act becomes effective December 1, 2001, and applies to 13 
offenses committed on or after that date. 14
