Whereas, students and staff at E.T. Beddingfield, Jr. High School are 27 
deserving of praise for they have exhibited a growing interest and positive attitude 28 
toward many phases of community involvement through this positive effort; and 29

students are exhibiting honor and respect and becoming cognizant of their important 2

Beddingfield, Jr. for the service he rendered his community and recognizes the students 9 
at E.T. Beddingfield, Jr. High School for their achievements. 10 

SECTION 2.  The Secretary of State shall transmit a certified copy of this 11 
resolution to the Principal and the Bruin Student Leadership Team of E.T. Beddingfield, 12 
Jr. High School. 13
