The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 113A-120.1 reads as rewritten:
"§ 113A-120.1. Variances.

(@)  Any person may petition the Commission for a variance granting permission
to use his-the person's land in a manner otherwise prohibited by rules—standards—or
Hmitations—rules or standards prescribed by the Commission, or orders issued by the
Commission, pursuant to this Article. When-it-finds-that-To qualify for a variance, the
petitioner must show all of the following:

(1) practical—difficulties—or—unnecessary—Unnecessary hardships would
result from strict application of the guidelnes,—rules, standards, or
