A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE DIVISION OF MOTOR VEHICLES TO ISSUE A 2 

WORLD WAR II SPECIAL REGISTRATION PLATE. 3 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 4 

SECTION 1.  G.S. 20-79.4(b) reads as rewritten: 5 
"(b) Types. – The Division shall issue the following types of special registration 6 

plates: 7 
… 8 
(52) World War II.—Issuable to a veteran of the armed forces of the United 9 

States who served during World War II, which began December 7, 10 
1941, and ended December 31, 1946. The plate shall bear the words 11 
"World War II Veteran" and shall bear a representation of the National 12 
Iwo Jima Monument. The Division may not issue the plate authorized 13 
by this subdivision unless it receives at least 300 applications for the 14 
plate." 15 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 20-79.7(b) reads as rewritten: 16 
"(b) Distribution of Fees. – The Special Registration Plate Account and the 17 

Collegiate and Cultural Attraction Plate Account are established within the Highway 18 
Fund. The Division must credit the additional fee imposed for the special registration 19 
plates listed in subsection (a) among the Special Registration Plate Account (SRPA), the 20 
Collegiate and Cultural Attraction Plate Account (CCAPA), and the Natural Heritage 21 
Trust Fund (NHTF), which is established under G.S. 113-77.7, as follows:  22

SECTION 3.   G.S. 20-81.12 is amended by adding a new subsection to read: 26 
"(b12) World War II Plates.—The Division shall transfer quarterly the money in the 27 

Collegiate and Cultural Attraction Plate Account derived from the sale of the World 28 
War II plate to the Division of Veterans Affairs for deposit in the North Carolina 29 
Veterans Home Trust Fund to be used for the purposes set forth in G.S. 165-48(c)(1) 30 
and (c)(3)." 31 

SECTION 4.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 32
