A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS AT THE
ECKERD WILDERNESS EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES FOR AT-RISK YOUTH.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. There is appropriated from the General Fund to Eckerd Family
Youth Alternatives, Inc., a nonprofit corporation, the sum of three hundred thousand
dollars ($300,000) for the 2001-2002 fiscal year to be equally divided among the six
wilderness facilities in Bladen, Carteret, Henderson, Montgomery, Surry, and Vance
Counties for capital improvements including renovation of classrooms and replacement
of buildings. The Eckerd Wilderness Educational Facilities serve all 100 North Carolina
counties.

SECTION 2. This act becomes effective July 1, 2001.
