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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 
AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR REIMBURSEMENT FOR ADDITIONAL SERVICES 2 

BY THE STATE HIGHWAY PATROL AT EVENTS CONDUCTED BY 3 
PRIVATE ORGANIZATIONS. 4 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 
SECTION 1.  Article 4 of Chapter 20 of the General Statutes is amended by 6 

adding a new section to read: 7 
"§ 20-196.4.  Reimbursement for services at events conducted by private 8 

organizations. 9 
(a) The Department of Crime Control and Public Safety shall calculate the total 10 

costs of traffic control and other ancillary services provided by the State Highway Patrol 11 
at events conducted or sponsored by private organizations. 12 

(b) The private organization shall pay to the State one-half of the costs as 13 
determined pursuant to subsection (a) of this section. Funds received under this 14 
subsection shall be credited to the Department of Crime Control and Public Safety to 15 
pay for the services provided by the State Highway Patrol. 16 

(c) This section does not apply to any event conducted or sponsored by a State 17 
agency." 18 

SECTION 2.  This act becomes effective July 1, 2001. 19
