ABILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE TOWN OF FAIRMONT TO CONVEY CERTAIN
PROPERTY AT A PRIVATE SALE.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. Notwithstanding Article 12 of Chapter 160A of the General
Statutes, the Town of Fairmont may convey by private negotiation and sale, with or
without monetary consideration, any or all of its right, title, and interest in the following
described property, including any buildings situated on the property:
Twenty acres, more or less, located on the western side of White Pond Road
and known as the Premium Wear Textile Facility less and except five acres,
more or less, that are used by the Fairmont Civitan Club for youth baseball
activity.
SECTION 2. This act is effective when it becomes law.
