AN ACT RELATING TO REGULATION OF OCEAN ACTIVITIES BY DARE
COUNTY.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. A county may adopt ordinances to regulate and control
swimming, personal watercraft operation, surfing, and littering in the Atlantic Ocean
and other waterways within its territorial jurisdiction. The governing board of a
municipality within the county may by resolution permit a county ordinance adopted
pursuant to this act to be applicable within the municipality consistent with the
provisions of G.S. 153A-122.

SECTION 2. This act applies only to Dare County.

SECTION 3. This act is effective when it becomes law.
