OF DIETETICS/NUTRITION TO INCREASE FEES.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G. S 90 354(b) reads as rewrltten

subseeﬂen—memleers Members of the Board shaII take offlce on the flrst day of July
immediately following the expired term of that office and shall serve for a term of three
years and until their successors are appointed and qualified."
SECTION 2. G.S. 90-355 reads as rewritten:

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the chairman or any two Board members. A majority of the Board membership shall
constitute a quorum."
SECTION 3. G.S. 90-356(9) reads as rewritten:

Establish reasonable fees as-aHowed-by-this-Article for applications for

examination; initial, provisional, and renewal licenses; and other
services provided by the Board;".

SECTION 4. G.S. 90-364 reads as rewritten:

For an initial application, a fee not to exceed twenty-five—doHars
{$25-00); one hundred dollars ($100.00).

For examination or reexamination, a fee not to exceed ene-hundred
fifty-doHars($150-00); two hundred dollars ($200.00).

For issuance of a license, a fee not to exceed ene-hundred-doHars
{$100-00); two hundred dollars ($200.00).

For the renewal of a license, a fee not to exceed fifty-deHars{($50.00);
one hundred twenty-five dollars ($125.00).

For the late renewal of a license, an additional late fee not to exceed

fifty-deHars{$50-00); one hundred dollars ($100.00).

For a provisional license, a fee not to exceed thirty-five—dellars
{$35.00)-and one hundred dollars ($100.00).

For copies of Board rules and licensure standards, charges not
exceeding the actual cost of printing and mailing."”

SECTION 5. This act becomes effective October 1, 2001.
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
