AN ACT TO APPOINT PERSONS TO VARIOUS PUBLIC OFFICES UPON THE
RECOMMENDATION OF THE PRESIDENT PRO TEMPORE OF THE SENATE
AND THE SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES AND TO
MAKE VARIOUS CHANGES TO BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS.

Whereas, G.S. 120-121 authorizes the General Assembly to make certain
appointments to public offices upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore
of the Senate and of the Speaker of the House of Representatives; and

Whereas, the President Pro Tempore of the Senate and the Speaker of the
House of Representatives have made recommendations; Now, therefore,

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SCIENCE EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2003 _
SECTION 4.2.(a) G.S. 90-210.18 reads as rewritten:
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"§ 90-210.18.  Construction of Article; State Board; members; election;
gualifications;-term; vacancies. _

sa) The General Assembly declares that the practice of funeral service affects the
public health, safety and welfare, and is subject to regulation and control in the public
Interest. The public interest requires that only qualified persons be permitted to practice
funeral service in North Carolina, and that the profession merit the confidence of the
public. This Article shall be liberally construed to accomplish these ends.

(b)  The North Carolina Board of Mortuary Science is created and shall regulate
the practice of funeral service in this State. The Board shall have aire-twelve members
as follows:

(3)  Fhree—public—members:Four members appointed by the General
Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of
the Senate, three of which shall be either a licensed funeral director or
a funeral service licensee.

The public members of the Board may neither be licensed under this Article nor
employed by a person who is. To establish staggered terms, the Governor, the General
Assembly, upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives,
and the General Assembly, upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of
the Senate, each, shall initially appoint one member to serve one year, one member to
serve two years, and two members to serve three years. A vacancy shall be filled for an
unexpired term by the appointing authority.

(b1) A member's term shall be three years and shall expire on Beeember31 June
30 or when his—erher-that member's successor has been duly rted:
appointed, whichever is later. No member may serve more than two complete
consecutive terms. All members of the Board shall have full voting authority.

b2)
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SECTION 4.2.(b) G.S.90-210.22 reads as rewritten:
"8 90-210.22. Required meetings of the Board.

The Board shall hold at least two meetings in each year at which examinations shall
be given to qualified applicants for licenses. In addition, the Board may-meet-as-often-as

The inactive license is
renewable annually. Continuing education is not required for the renewal of an inactive
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S : —The holder of an inactive license may apply for an
active license in the same category, and the Board shall issue an active license if the
applicant has completed in North Carolina a total number of hours of accredited
continuing education equal to five times the number of years the applicant held the
inactive license. No application fee is required for the reinstatement of an active license
pursuant to this subsection. The holder of an inactive license who returns to active status
shall surrender the inactive license to the Board."

SECTION 4.2.(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, Mr. George
Parrott's and Mr. Stuart Cozart's appointments to and terms of office on the North
Carolina Board of Mortuary Science shall be as set forth in Section 3.3(a) and (b) of this
act, despite the reconstitution of the Board as set forth in Section 4.2(a) of this act. Mr.
Parrott's appointment to and term of office on the Board shall be that of the member
appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the
House of Representatives for the initial three-year term, as set forth in G.S.
90-210.18(b) as amended by Section 4.2(a) of this act when effective. Mr. Stuart
Cozart's appointment to and term of office on the Board shall be that of the member
appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the
House of Representatives for a term beginning on the effective date of this act and
ending on June 30, 2004, for the initial one-year term, as set forth in G.S. 90-210.18(b)
as amended by Section 4.2§a) of this act when effective.

SECTION 4.2.(f) Except as set forth in Section 4.21e) of this act, the
members of the Board of Mortuary Science on January 1, 2002, shall continue in office
until June 30, 2003.

SECTION 4.2.(g) Beginning January 1, 2004, the Board of Mortuary
Science shall report to the Joint Legislative Commission on Governmental Operations
annually regarding its activities.

SECTION 4.2.(h) Sections 4.2(a) through 4.2(d) of this section become
effective July 1, 2003. The remainder of this section is effective when it becomes law.

--NORTH CAROLINA REAL ESTATE COMMISSION
SECTION 4.3.(a) G.S. 93A-3(a) reads as rewritten:

(@) There is hereby created the North Carolina Real Estate Commission,
hereinafter called the Commission. The Commission shall consist of rine—eleven
members, seven members to be appointed by the Governor, ere-membertwo members
to be appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro
Tempore of the Senate in accordance with G.S. 120-121, and ere-membertwo members
to be appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of
the House of Representatives in accordance with G.S. 120-121. At least three members
of the Commission shall be licensed real estate brokers or real estate salespersons. At
least two members of the Commission shall be persons who are not involved directly or
indirectly in the real estate or real estate appraisal business. Members of the
Commission shall serve three-year terms so staggered that the terms of three—four
members expire in one year, the terms of three-four members expire in the next year,
and the terms of three members expire in the third year of each three-year period. The
members of the Commission shall elect one of their members to serve as chairman of
the Commission for a term of one year. The Governor may remove any member of the
Commission for misconduct, incompetency, or willful neglect of duty. The Governor
shall have the power to fill all vacancies occurring on the Commission, except vacancies
in legislative appointments shall be filled under G.S. 120-122."

The Governor shall
appoint five members of the Board, and the General Assembly shall appoint twe-four
members in accordance with G.S. 120-121, ene-two upon the recommendation of the
President Pro Tempore of the Senate and ene-two upon the recommendation of the
Speaker of the House of Representatives. Members appointed by the Governor shall be
appointed from geographically diverse areas of the State. The appeintee—appointees
recommended by the Speaker of the House of Representatives and the appointees of the
Governor shall be persons who have been engaged in the business of real estate
appraising in this State for at least five years immediately preceding their appointment
and are also State-licensed or State-certified real estate appraisers.

vacancy shall be filled for the remainder of the unexpired term only. Each member shall
continue in office until his successor is appointed and qualified. No member shall serve
more than two complete consecutive terms.

(b) At least three members of the Commission appointed by the Governor shall

be experienced auctioneers who are licensed under this Chapter. One member appointed
by the Governor shall be a person who shall represent the public at large and shall not
be licensed under this Chapter.

(c)  The Commission shall employ an executive director and other employees as
needed to carry out the duties of this Chapter. All employees shall serve at the pleasure
of the Commission.

(d)  Any action that may be taken by the Commission may be taken by vote of
any three-four of its members.

(e)  The members of the Commission shall elect from among themselves a
chairman to serve a one-year term. No person shall serve more than two consecutive
terms as chairman.

f) Repealed by Session Laws 1999-142, s. 1.

Members of the Commission shall receive the compensation set for members
of occupational licensing boards by G.S. 93B-5."

SECTION 4.16.(b) Notwithstanding G.S. 85B-3(a), as amended b
subsection (a) of this section, the initial terms of the two positions added on the Nort
Carolina Auctioneers Commission shall expire on June 30, 2004. Therafter the terms of
the two positions shall be three years.

--NORTH CAROLINA BOARD OF ELECTROLYSIS EXAMINERS

SECTION 4.17. G.S. 88A-5§a) reads as rewritten:
(@) The North Carolina Board of Electrolysis Examiners is created. The Board
shall consist of five-seven members as follows: _ _

(1)  Fhree_Five electrologists who have engaged in the practice of
electrolysis for at least five years, ene two of whom shall be appointed
by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of
the House of Representatives, ene two of whom shall be appointed by
the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro
Tempore of the Senate, and one of whom shall be appointed by the
Governor.

(2) A physician licensed under Chapter 90 of the General Statutes, who
shall be nominated by the North Carolina Medical Board and
appointed by the Governor. _

(3) A public member, appointed by the Governor, who has not practiced
electrolysis, who is not in training to become an electrologist, and who
is not related to anyone who would be prohibited by this subdivision
from serving on the Board as a public member."

--GLOBAL TRANSPARK DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION
SECTION 4.18. G.S. 158-35(a) reads as rewritten:

"(@) Commission Membership. — The governing body of the Zone is the Global
TransPark Development Commission. The members of the Commission must be
residents of the Zone and shall be appointed as follows:

(1) The board of commissioners of each county participating in the Zone
shall appoint three voting members, one of whom shall be a minority
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person as defined in G.S. 143-128.2(g)(2) and one of whom may be a

member of the board of commissioners.

(2)  The Commission shall appoint at least three but no more than seven
voting members. By the appointment of these members, the
Commission shall ensure that the wvoting membership of the
Commission includes at least seven women and seven members of a
racial minority described in G.S. 143-128.2(g)(2). The Commission
shall appoint the fewest number of members necessary to achieve
these minimumes.

(3)  Feur-Ten nonvoting members shall be appointed as follows:

a. One appointed by the Chancellor of East Carolina University to

represent the University.

b. One appointed by a majority vote of the presidents of the
community colleges located in the Zone, to represent the
community colleges.

One appointed by the chair of the State Ports Authority, to

represent the sea ports of the State.

One member of the board of directors of the Global TransPark

Foundation, Inc., appointed by that board.

Three members appointed by the General Assembly upon the

recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate in

accordance with G.S. 120-121 from counties participating in the

Zone.

Three members appointed by the General Assembly upon the

recommendation of the Speaker of the House of

Representatives in accordance with G.S. 120-121 from counties

participating in the Zone."

--PRIVATE PROTECTIVE SERVICES BOARD
SECTION 4.19. G.S. 74C-4(b) reads as rewritten:

"(b) The Board shall consist of +4-16 members: the Attorney General or his
designated representative, two persons appointed by the Attorney General, one person
appointed by the Governor, five-six persons appointed by the General Assembly upon
the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the Senate, and five-six persons
appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the Speaker of the
House of Representatives. All appointments by the General Assembly shall be subject
to the provisions of G.S. 120-121, and vacancies in the positions filled by those
appointments shall be filled pursuant to G.S. 120-122. One of those persons appointed
by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of the President Pro Tempore of the
Senate and all five—six persons appointed by the General Assemblg upon the
recommendation of the Speaker of the House of Representatives shall be licensees
under this Chapter; all other appointees may not be licensees of the Board nor licensed
by the Board while serving as Board members. All persons appointed shall serve terms
of three years. With the exception of the Attorney General or his designated
representative, no person shall serve more than eight consecutive years on the Board,
including years of service prior and subsequent to July 1, 1983. Board members may
continue to serve until their successors have been appointed."
