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AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO 
PERMIT PRIVATE ENCROACHMENT ON THE HIGHWAY RIGHT-OF-WAY 
OF NC 132 IN NEW HANOVER COUNTY FOR CONSTRUCTION OF A 
CORNING ACCESS BRIDGE. 

 
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 
 

SECTION 1.  The Department of Transportation may permit private 
encroachment on the highway right-of-way of NC 132 in New Hanover County for a 
bridge to provide access for pedestrians and light vehicular traffic from the Corning, 
Incorporated property on the north side of NC 132 to the Corning, Incorporated property 
located on the south side of NC 132.  The Department shall approve the location, plans, 
and specifications for the access bridge.  The encroachment shall not unreasonably 
interfere with or obstruct the public use of NC 132 and shall be subject to all other rules, 
regulations, and conditions of the Department of Transportation for encroachments. 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 
In the General Assembly read three times and ratified this the 1st day of 

March, 2001. 
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
