TO REVIEW CERTAIN CONTRACTS, AND PROHIBITING THE USE OF COST 9 
PLUS PERCENTAGE OF COST CONTRACTS, AS RECOMMENDED BY THE JOINT 10 
LEGISLATIVE PROGRAM EVALUATION OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE. 11 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 12 
SECTION 1.  G.S. 18C-150 reads as rewritten: 13 

"§ 18C-150.  Procurements. 14 
The Commission shall be exempt from Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes but 15 

may use the services of the Department of Administration in procuring goods and services for 16 
the Commission. However, the Commission shall submit proposed contracts authorized by this 17 
section to the Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee for review as provided in 18 
G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all contracts to be awarded by the Commission under this 19 
section a standard clause which provides that the State Auditor and internal auditors of the 20 
Commission may audit the records of the contractor during the term of the contract to verify 21 
accounts and data affecting fees and performance. The Commission shall not award a cost plus 22 
percentage of cost contract for any purpose." 23 

SECTION 2.  G.S. 53-320 reads as rewritten: 24 
"§ 53-320.  Examinations; periodic reports; cooperative agreements; assessment of fees. 25

(d) The Commissioner may enter into agreements with any bank supervisory agency 27 

supervising (i) a State trust institution engaging in trust business outside this State or (ii) an 28 
out-of-state trust institution maintaining a trust office or representative trust office in this State 29 
to engage the services of the agency's examiners at a reasonable rate of compensation or to 30 
provide the services of the Commissioner's examiners to the agency at a reasonable rate of 31 
compensation. Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes does not apply to agreements 32 
authorized by this subsection. However, the Commissioner shall submit proposed agreements 33 
or contracts authorized by this subsection to the Attorney General or the Attorney General's 34 
designee for review as provided in G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all agreements or 35 
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contracts to be awarded by the Commissioner under this subsection a standard clause which 1 
provides that the State Auditor and internal auditors of the Commissioner may audit the records 2 
of the contractor during the term of the agreement or contract to verify accounts and data 3 
affecting fees and performance. The Commissioner shall not award a cost plus percentage of 4 
cost agreement or contract for any purpose. 5

"§ 53-326.  Examinations; periodic reports; cooperative agreements; assessment of fees. 8

(d) The Commissioner may enter into agreements with bank supervisory agencies 10 

supervising (i) a State trust institution engaging in trust business in a foreign country or (ii) a 11 
foreign trust institution maintaining a trust office or representative trust office in this State to 12 
engage the services of the bank supervisory agency's examiners at a reasonable rate of 13 
compensation or to provide the services of the Commissioner's examiners to the bank 14 
supervisory agency at a reasonable rate of compensation. Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the 15 
General Statutes does not apply to agreements authorized by this section. However, the 16 
Commissioner shall submit proposed agreements or contracts authorized by this subsection to 17 
the Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee for review as provided in 18 
G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all agreements or contracts to be awarded by the 19 
Commissioner under this subsection a standard clause which provides that the State Auditor 20 
and internal auditors of the Commissioner may audit the records of the contractor during the 21 
term of the agreement or contract to verify accounts and data affecting fees and performance.

The Commissioner, for the purpose of exercising any power under the provisions of this 28 

Subpart, may (i) employ any liquidating agents, attorneys, accountants, consultants, and clerks 29 
necessary to properly conduct the business of or liquidate and distribute the assets of a State 30 
trust company; (ii) fix the compensation for the agents, attorneys, accountants, consultants, and 31 
clerks; and (iii) pay the compensation of those persons out of the assets of the State trust 32 
company. Provided, that all expenditures described in this section shall be approved by the 33 
resident or presiding judge in the county in which the action is pending. Payments made by the 34 
Commissioner pursuant to this section shall not be subject to the requirements of Article  3 of 35 
Chapter 143 of the General Statutes. As used in this Subpart, the term "Commissioner" includes 36 
the Commissioner's duly appointed agents. The Commissioner shall submit proposed 37 
agreements or contracts authorized by this section to the Attorney General or the Attorney 38 
General's designee for review as provided in G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all agreements 39 
or contracts to be awarded by the Commissioner under this section a standard clause which 40 
provides that the State Auditor and internal auditors of the Commissioner may audit the records 41 
of the contractor during the term of the agreement or contract to verify accounts and data 42 
affecting fees and performance. The Commissioner shall not award a cost plus percentage of 43 
cost agreement or contract for any purpose." 44 

SECTION 5.  G.S. 53-401 reads as rewritten: 45 
"§ 53-401.  Provisions for conservator; duties and powers. 46 

Whenever the Commissioner deems it necessary in order to conserve the assets of a State 47 
trust company for the benefit of clients or creditors, the Commissioner may appoint a 48 
conservator for the State trust company and require of the conservator a bond with any surety 49 
the Commissioner deems necessary and proper in an amount deemed sufficient by the 50 
Commissioner. The conservator, under the direction of the Commissioner, shall take possession 51 
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of the fiduciary records and other books, records, and assets of every description of the State 1 
trust company placed under conservatorship and take actions necessary to conserve those assets 2 
pending further disposition of its business as provided by law. Except as provided in 3 
G.S. 53-405, the conservator shall have all rights, powers, and privileges, subject to the 4 
approval of the Commissioner, now possessed by or given to the Commissioner under the 5 
provisions of Subpart B and Subpart D of this Part. All expenses of the conservator shall be 6 
paid out of the assets of the State trust company under conservatorship and shall be a lien 7 
thereon which shall be prior to any other lien provided by law. The compensation of the 8 
conservator shall be determined by the Commissioner and shall be based on the time and 9 
experience of the conservator and the complexity of the conservatorship. Compensation of the 10 
conservator shall not be subject to the requirements of Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the General 11 
Statutes. However, the Commissioner shall submit proposed agreements or contracts authorized 12 
by this section to the Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee for review as 13 
provided in G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all agreements or contracts to be awarded by the 14 
Commissioner under this section a standard clause which provides that the State Auditor and 15 
internal auditors of the Commissioner may audit the records of the conservator during the term 16 
of the agreement or contract to verify accounts and data affecting fees and performance. The 17 
Commissioner shall not award a cost plus percentage of cost agreement or contract for any 18 
purpose." 19 

SECTION 6.  G.S. 58-2-69 reads as rewritten: 20 
"§ 58-2-69.  Notification of criminal convictions and changes of address; service of notice; 21 

contracts for online services, administrative services, or regulatory data 22 
systems. 23

(g) The Commissioner may contract with the NAIC or other persons for the provision 25 

of online services to licensees, for the provision of administrative services to licensees, or for 26 
the provision of regulatory data systems to the Commissioner. The NAIC or other person with 27 
whom the Commissioner contracts may charge licensees a reasonable fee for the costs 28 
associated with the licensees' use of online services and administrative services. The fee shall 29 
be agreed to by the Commissioner and the other contracting party and shall be stated in the 30 
contract. Contracts for the provision of online services, contracts for the provision of 31 
administrative services, and contracts for the provision of regulatory data systems shall not be 32 
subject to Article 3, 3C, or 8 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes or to Article 3D of Chapter 33 
147 of the General Statutes. However, the Commissioner shall submit proposed contracts 34 
authorized by this subsection to the Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee for 35 
review as provided in G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all contracts to be awarded by the 36 
Commissioner under this subsection a standard clause which provides that the State Auditor 37 
and internal auditors of the Commissioner may audit the records of the contractor during the 38 
term of the agreement or contract to verify accounts and data affecting fees and performance. 39 
The Commissioner shall not award a cost plus percentage of cost agreement or contract for any 40 
purpose." 41 

SECTION 7.  G.S. 58-33-30 reads as rewritten: 42 
"§ 58-33-30.  License requirements. 43 

The Commissioner shall not issue or continue any license of an agent, broker, limited 44 
representative, adjuster, or motor vehicle damage appraiser except as follows: 45

(e) Examination. 47

(4) The answers of the applicant to the examination shall be provided by the 49 

applicant under the Commissioner's supervision. The Commissioner shall 50 
give examinations at such times and places within this State as the 51

records of the contractor during the term of the contract to verify accounts and data affecting 44 
fees and performance. The Council shall not award a cost plus percentage of cost agreement or 45 
contract for any purpose."

another state, or to pharmacies, physicians, dentists, optometrists or other providers of 35 
health-related services authorized by the Department. Payments may also be made to such 36 
fiscal intermediaries and to the capitation or prepaid health service contractors as may be 37 
authorized by the Department. Arrangements under which payments are made to capitation or 38 
prepaid health services contracts are not subject to the provisions of Chapter 58 of the General 39 
Statutes or of Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes. However, the Department shall 40 
submit proposed agreements or contracts authorized by this subsection to the Attorney General 41

SECTION 16.  Article 1 of Chapter 114 of the General Statutes is amended by 49

"§ 114-8.3.  Attorney General to review certain contracts. 51 
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(a) The Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee shall review all proposed 1 
statewide term contracts for supplies, materials, printing, equipment, and contractual services 2 
and all proposed agency term contractual services contracts that exceed one million dollars 3 
($1,000,000) to ensure that the proposed contracts are in proper legal form, contain all clauses 4 
required by law, provide for sufficient monitoring, provide for sufficient performance penalties, 5 
and accomplish the intended purposes of the proposed contract. 6 

(b) The Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee shall review all proposed 7 
contracts to be awarded by a department, agency, or institution of the State to ensure that the 8 
proposed contracts are in proper legal form, contain all clauses required by law, provide for 9 
sufficient monitoring, and provide for sufficient performance penalties. For purposes of this 10 
subsection, the term "Attorney General's designee" shall include any attorney approved by the 11 
Attorney General to review contracts as provided in this subsection. The Attorney General shall 12 
require that any attorney designated under this subsection shall comply with any rules 13 
established by the Attorney General regarding the review of contracts." 14 

SECTION 17.  G.S. 115D-67.4 reads as rewritten: 15 
"§ 115D-67.4.  Fees collected by the Center; purchases using Center funds. 16 

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, all fees collected by the Applied Textile 17 
Technology Center for services to the textile industry, except for regular curriculum and 18 
continuing education tuition receipts, shall be retained by the Center and used for the 19 
operations of the Center. Purchases made by the Center using these funds are not subject to the 20 
provisions of Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes. However, the Center shall 21 
submit proposed agreements or contracts to provide services authorized by this section to the 22 
Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee for review as provided in G.S. 114-8.3, 23 
and shall include in all agreements or contracts to be awarded by the Center under this section a 24 
standard clause which provides that the State Auditor and internal auditors of the Council may 25 
audit the records of the contractor during the term of the contract to verify accounts and data 26 
affecting fees and performance. The Department shall not award a cost plus percentage of cost 27 
agreement or contract for any purpose." 28

Services. The design, adoption, and implementation of the preferred provider contracts, 48 
networks, and optional alternative comprehensive health benefit plans, and programs available 49 
under the optional alternative plans, as authorized under G.S. 135-45 are not subject to the 50 
requirements of Article 3 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes. However, the Executive 51 
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Administrator and Board of Trustees shall submit proposed contracts authorized by this section 1 
to the Attorney General or the Attorney General's designee for review as provided in 2 
G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all proposed contracts to be awarded by the Executive 3 
Administrator and Board of Trustees under this section a standard clause which provides that 4 
the State Auditor and internal auditors of the Plan may audit the records of the contractor 5 
during the term of the contract to verify accounts and data affecting fees and performance. The 6 
Executive Administrator and Board of Trustees shall not award a cost plus percentage of cost 7 
agreement or contract for any purpose. The Executive Administrator and Board of Trustees 8 
shall make reports as requested to the President of the Senate, the President Pro Tempore of the 9 
Senate, the Speaker of the House of Representatives, and the Committee on Employee Hospital 10 
and Medical Benefits.

or work is for the purpose of testing equipment, materials, or supplies, the provisions of Article 18 
3 of Chapter 143 of the General Statutes shall apply. However, the Department of 19 
Transportation shall submit proposed contracts authorized by this section to the Attorney 20 
General or the Attorney General's designee for review as provided in G.S. 114-8.3, and shall 21 
include in all proposed contracts to be awarded by the Department of Transportation under this 22 
subsection a standard clause which provides that the State Auditor and internal auditors of the 23 
Department of Transportation may audit the records of the contractor during the term of the 24 
contract to verify accounts and data affecting fees and performance. The Department of 25

The Secretary of Administration shall have power and authority, and it shall be his duty, 4

(1) To canvass sources of supply, including sources of supply of materials and 6 

supplies with recycled content, and to purchase or to contract for the 7 
purchase, lease and lease-purchase of all supplies, materials, equipment and 8 
other tangible personal property required by the State government, or any of 9 
its departments, institutions or agencies under competitive bidding or 10 
otherwise as hereinafter provided. Prior to the awarding of any statewide 11

All contracts and drafts of contracts shall be prepared by the office 22 
of the Attorney General and copies thereof shall be retained by the office of 23 
the Attorney General for a period of three years following the termination of 24 
the contracts. 25

(3) To purchase or to contract for, by sealed, competitive bidding or other 27 

suitable means, all contractual services and needs of the State government, 28 
or any of its departments, institutions, or agencies; or to authorize any 29 
department, institution or agency to purchase or contract for such services. 30 

When the awardPrior to the awarding of any contract for contractual 31 
services exceeding a cost of one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) 32 
requires negotiation with prospective contractors,($100,000), the Secretary 33 
shall request and the Attorney General shall assign a representative of the 34 
office of the Attorney General to assist in negotiation for the award of the 35 
contract. It shall be the duty of such representative to assist and advise in 36 
obtaining the most favorable contract for the State, to evaluate all proposals 37 
available from prospective contractors for that purpose, to interpret proposed 38 
contract terms and to advise the Secretary or his representatives of the 39 
liabilities of the State and validity of the contract to be awarded.

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(9) To include a standard clause in all contracts awarded by the State and 1 
departments, agencies, and institutions of the State, providing that the State 2 
Auditor and internal auditors of the affected department, agency, or 3 
institution may audit the records of the contactor during the term of the 4 
contract to verify accounts  and data affecting fees or performance.

(10) To monitor and enforce the terms and conditions of statewide term contracts. 6 
The Secretary of Administration shall not delegate the power and authority 7 
granted under this subdivision to any other department, agency, or institution 8 
of the State.

Commission on Governmental Operations, the Program Evaluation Division, 22 
and the Fiscal Research Division concerning the progress of the 23 
Department's effort to comply with the provisions of this subdivision. 24 

(14) To work in conjunction with the Office of State Personnel to create a 25 
Contracting Specialist career path to provide for the designation of one or 26 
more employees within each department, agency, or institution of the State 27 
to serve as the Contracting Specialist for the department, agency, or 28 
institution. Employees on the Contracting Specialist career path shall receive 29 
training and guidance as to the provisions of this Article. 30 

(15) To work in conjunction with the Office of State Personnel, the Division of 31 
Purchase & Contract, and the University of North Carolina School of 32 
Government to develop a rigorous contract management training and 33 
certification program for State employees. The program shall be 34 
administered by the Office of State Personnel. 35 

(16) To work in conjunction with the University of North Carolina School of 36

For 10 
purposes of this subsection, the term "Attorney General's designee" shall include any attorney 11 
approved by the Attorney General to review contracts as provided in this subsection.

The Board shall not award a cost plus percentage of 4 
cost agreement or contract for any purpose." 5

(b) The Commission shall have the following powers and duties: 9

(18) The Auditor shall, after consultation and in coordination with the State Chief 30 
Information Officer, assess, confirm, and report on the security practices of 31 
information technology systems. If an agency has adopted standards 32 
pursuant to G.S. 147-33.111(a), the audit shall be in accordance with those 33 
standards. The Auditor's assessment of information security practices shall 34 
include an assessment of network vulnerability. The Auditor may conduct 35 
network penetration or any similar procedure as the Auditor may deem 36 
necessary. The Auditor may enter into a contract with a State agency under 37 
G.S. 147-33.111(c) for an assessment of network vulnerability, including 38 
network penetration or any similar procedure. Any contract with the Auditor 39 
for the assessment and testing shall be on a cost-reimbursement basis. The 40 
Auditor may investigate reported information technology security breaches, 41 
cyber attacks, and cyber fraud in State government. The Auditor shall issue 42 
public reports on the general results of the reviews undertaken pursuant to 43 
this subdivision but may provide agencies with detailed reports of the 44 
security issues identified pursuant to this subdivision which shall not be 45 
disclosed as provided in G.S. 132-6.1(c). The Auditor shall provide the State 46 
Chief Information Officer with detailed reports of the security issues 47 
identified pursuant to this subdivision. For the purposes of this subdivision 48 
only, the Auditor is exempt from the provisions of Article 3 of Chapter 143 49 
of the General Statutes in retaining contractors. However, the Auditor shall 50 
submit proposed contracts authorized by this subdivision to the Attorney 51 
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General or the Attorney General's designee for review as provided in 1 
G.S. 114-8.3, and shall include in all proposed contracts to be awarded by 2 
the Auditor under this subdivision a standard clause which provides that the 3 
Auditor may audit the records of the contractor during the term of the 4 
contract to verify accounts and data affecting fees and performance. The 5 
Auditor shall not award a cost plus percentage of cost agreement or contract 6 
for any purpose. 7

SECTION 28.  This act becomes effective October 1, 2010, and applies to all 9
