The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. Section 1(a) of S.L. 2007-42 reads as rewritten:
"SECTION 1.(a) Definition. — The following definitions apply in this section:

1) Public place. — Any street, sidewalk, bridge, alley or alleyway, plaza, park,
driveway, parking lot or transportation facility, or the doorways and
entranceways to any building which fronts on any of those places, or a motor
vehicle in or on any of those places, or any property owned by the Town of
Columbiaand-Columbia, the Town of Fremont, the City of Brevard-Brevard
and the City of Roanoke Rapids.

@) Quasi-public place. — Any ground abutting a public place.”

SECTION 2. Section 2 of S.L. 2007-42 reads as rewritten:

"SECTION 2. This act applies only to the Town of Gelumbia—Columbia, the Town of
Fremont, and-the City efBrevard-of Brevard, and the City of Roanoke Rapids."

SECTION 3. This act becomes effective December 1, 2009, and applies to

offenses committed on or after that date.
