"SECTION 2.3.(b1)  Items set out in subdivisions (1) through (4) and (6) of subsection (b) 34 
of this section are increases to availability and, to the extent that these funds are required to 35 
backfill shortfalls in FMAP funding, these funds are hereby appropriated from the appropriate 36 
fund for this purpose. Items set out in subdivisions (5), (7), and (8) of subsection (b) of this 37 
section are decreases to appropriations. 38 

… 39 
"SECTION 2.3.(e)  If it is necessary to implement the budget adjustment set out in 40 

subdivision (b)(4) of this section, the Director of the Budget shall use the unappropriated 41 
balance in the General Fund to offset the reduction in federal fund availability, and such funds 42 
are hereby appropriated for this purpose. availability. If it is not necessary to expend all of these 43 
funds in accordance with subdivision (b)(4) of this section, the State Controller shall transfer 44 
the remaining funds to the Savings Reserve Account. 45 

SECTION 2.3.(f)  If it is necessary to implement the budget adjustment set out in 46 
subdivision (b)(5) of this section, notwithstanding Section 10.68A(a)(8) of S.L. 2009-451, as 47 
amended by Section 5A of S.L. 2009-575 and Section 10.35 of this act, the Department of 48 
Health and Human Services shall reduce reimbursement rates paid to service providers in the 49 
Medicaid program to generate savings of twenty-six million six hundred eighteen thousand 50 
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nine hundred seventy-five dollars ($26,618,975).($26,618,975) with the reductions occurring in 1 
an equal percentage rate to all service providers, as allowed under federal law.  2 

In order to avoid a significant decrease in reimbursement rates late in the fiscal year, the 3 
Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services may reduce reimbursement rates at 4 
any time that he or she finds it is unlikely the State will receive adequate enhanced FMAP 5 
funds to avoid the necessity to reduce reimbursement rates. 6 

The rate reduction authorized in this section shall not apply to: federally qualified health 7 
clinics, rural health centers, State institutions, hospital inpatient, pharmacies, and the 8 
noninflationary components of the case-mix reimbursement system for nursing 9 
facilities.federally qualified health centers, rural health centers, school-based and school-linked 10 
health centers, State institutions, hospital outpatient, pharmacy, and the noninflationary 11 
components of the case-mix reimbursement system for skilled nursing facilities. 12 

"SECTION 2.3.(g)  If it is necessary to implement the budget adjustment set out in 13 
subdivision (b)(6) of this section, the Office of State Budget and Management shall use up to 14 
thirty-eight million eight thousand five hundred eighty-nine dollars ($38,008,589) from the 15 
Savings Reserve Fund to offset the reduction in federal fund availability, and such funds are 16 
hereby appropriated for this purpose.availability. 17 

… 18 
"SECTION 2.3.(i)  If it is necessary to implement the budget adjustment set out in 19 

subdivision (b)(8) of this section, the Director of the Budget shall implement a one percent 20 
(1%) annualized management flexibility reduction. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, 21 
and unless it is inconsistent with a federal law, grant agreement, or other federal requirement, 22 
or with the terms of a gift or settlement agreement, the Director of the Budget may use funds 23 
appropriated for any purpose or program and from any governmental or proprietary funds for 24 
this purpose. For purposes of this section, and in keeping with the legislative budget priority to 25 
"keep our families working" set out in Section 6.6 of this act, "management flexibility" shall be 26 
defined as cuts made at the discretion of the agency head with the understanding that the 27 
agencies are encouraged to implement all administrative and other operating efficiencies, 28 
including the reduction of vacant positions which do not affect public safety or staffing ratios at 29 
State institutions, prior to the dismissal of employees. 30 

Effective July 1, 2010, agency heads shall immediately take steps in preparation for a 31 
potential one percent (1%) reduction. The reduction authorized in this section shall not apply to 32 
Medicaid provider reimbursement rates. 33

SECTION 1.3A.  Section 3.1 of S.L. 2010-31 reads as rewritten: 36

SECTION 1.4.  Section 5.1(e) of S.L. 2010-31 reads as rewritten: 2 

"SECTION 5.1(e)  Notwithstanding G.S. 18C-164(c), G.S 115C-546.2(d), or any other 3 
provision of law, funds appropriated in this section to the Public School Building Capital Fund 4 
for the 2010-2011 fiscal year shall be allocated to counties on the basis of average daily 5 
membership (ADM). Counties For funds received for the 2010-2011 fiscal year, counties may 6 
authorize local school administrative units to use funds received from the Public School 7 
Building Capital Fund pursuant to subsection (f) of this section for one or more of the 8 
following purposes only: (i) for school construction projects in accordance with 9 
G.S. 115C-546.2(d), (ii) to retire indebtedness incurred for school construction projects 10 
incurred on or after January 1, 2003, in accordance with G.S. 115C-546.2(d), and (iii) for 11 
classroom teachers. A county may authorize the use of these funds for classroom teachers only 12 
upon the request of the local board of education. Funds used for classroom teachers shall 13 
supplement and not supplant existing local current expense funding for the public schools. 14 

These funds shall not be included in the computation of "average per pupil allocation for 15 
average daily membership" or "per pupil local current expense appropriation" under 16 
G.S. 115C-238.29H." 17

PART II. INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY 19 
 20 

SECTION 2.1.  Section 6.7(b) of S.L. 2009-451, as amended by Section 6.8 of S.L. 21 
2010-31, reads as rewritten: 22 

"SECTION 6.7(b)  Enterprise Projects. – The State Chief Information Officer shall consult 23 
the respective State agency chief information officers to identify specific State agency 24 
requirements prior to the initiation of any enterprise project or contract. State agency 25 
requirements shall be incorporated into any enterprise agreement signed by the State Chief 26 
Information Officer. Enterprise projects shall not exceed the participating State agencies' ability 27 
to financially support the contracts. 28 

The State Chief Information Officer shall ensure that enterprise project costs are allocated 29 
to participating agencies in an equitable manner and shall not enter into any information 30 
technology contracts without obtaining written agreements from participating State agencies 31 
regarding apportionment of funding. State agencies agreeing to participate in a contract shall: 32 

(1) Ensure that sufficient funds are budgeted to support their agreed shares of 33 
enterprise agreements throughout the life of the contract. 34 

(2) Transfer the agreed-upon funds to the Office of Information Technology 35 
Services in sufficient time for the Office of Information Technology 36 
Services to meet contract requirements. 37 

(3) Ensure that enterprise project costs are allocated to participating agencies in 38 
an equitable manner." 39

SECTION 2.2.  Section 6.7(f) of S.L. 2009-451, as amended by Section 6.8 of S.L. 41 

2010-31, reads as rewritten: 42 
"SECTION 6.7.(f)  The Office of Information Technology Procurement shall assist State 43 

agencies in identifying the least expensive sourcemost cost-effective source and the least 44 
expensive source for the purchase of IT goods and services and shall ensure that agencies 45 
receive every available discount when purchasing IT goods and services." 46 
 47 

SECTION 2.3. S.L. 2010-31 is amended by adding a new section to read: 48 
"CONTINUING PILOT PROGRAM TO ALLOW PUBLIC-PRIVATE 49 

PARTNERSHIPS TO MEET DEPARTMENT OF REVENUE TECHNOLOGY 50 
NEEDS 51 
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SECTION 6.13.  Section 6.20 of S.L. 2009-451 reads as rewritten: 1 
"SECTION 6.20.(a)  To speed the implementation of the Tax Information Management 2 

System (TIMS) and the additional components of the Planning and Design Project (PDP) 3 
during the 2009-2011 fiscal biennium,through June 30, 2015, the Secretary of the Department 4 
of Revenue may enter into public-private arrangements where (i) the funding of projects under 5 
the arrangement comes from revenue generated by the project and (ii) the project is related to 6 
the implementation of TIMS and additional components of the PDP. As used in this section, the 7 
"additional components of the PDP" are Enterprise Data Warehouse, Management Reporting 8 
and Decision Analytics, Customer Relationship Management, Enterprise Case Management, 9 
and E-Services. All such arrangements shall terminate June 30, 2015. 10 

Work under a public-private arrangement may be contracted by requests for proposals, 11 
modifications to existing contracts, and purchases using existing contract vehicles. 12 

The Secretary of Revenue shall establish a measurement process to determine the increased 13 
revenue attributable to the public-private arrangements. To accomplish this, the Secretary shall 14 
consult subject matter experts outside the Department of Revenue, both within State 15 
government and from private industry. The measurement process shall include: 16 

(1) Calculation of a revenue baseline against which the increased revenue 17 
attributable to the project is measured; 18 

(2) Periodic evaluation to determine if the baseline needs to be modified based 19 
on significant measurable changes in the economic environment; and 20 

(3) Monthly calculation of increased revenue attributable to contracts executed 21 
under this program. 22 

Of funds generated from collections above the baseline established by subdivision (1) of 23 
this subsection, in both the General and Highway Funds, up to forty-one million dollars 24 
($41,000,000) may be authorized by the Office of State Budget and Management (i) for the 25 
purchases related to the implementation of TIMS and the additional components of the PDP, 26 
including payment for services from non-State entities and (ii) toward internal State costs 27 
related to the implementation of TIMS and PDP components. entities. Any internal costs must 28 
be appropriated by the General Assembly. The total of any funds expended during the 29 
2009-2011 biennium for implementation of TIMS and the additional PDP components shall not 30 
exceed the sum of forty-one million dollars ($41,000,000). 31 

If the Department of Revenue finds that it cannot generate additional benefits totaling 32 
forty-one million dollars ($41,000,000) in the 2009-2011 biennium,through June 30, 2015, or 33 
that total costs exceed the total available appropriations and earned benefits, then the 34 
Department shall do all of the following: (i) immediately notify the Chairs of the House of 35 
Representatives and Senate Appropriations Committees and Fiscal Research Division, (ii) 36 
identify any obligations to vendors, (iii) identify options for meeting obligations to vendors, 37 
and (iv) provide costs associated with each option. The Department shall ensure that this 38 
notification is made in sufficient time to allow the General Assembly to properly evaluate the 39 
options presented. 40 

"SECTION 6.20.(b)  Notwithstanding G.S. 114-2.3, the Department of Revenue shall 41 
engage the services of private counsel with the pertinent information technology and computer 42 
law expertise to review requests for proposals, and to negotiate and review contracts associated 43 
with TIMS and the additional components of the Planning and Design Project (PDP) 44 
(Enterprise Data Warehouse, Management Reporting and Decision Analytics, Customer 45 
Relationship Management, Enterprise Case Management, and E-Services). 46 

"SECTION 6.20.(c)  There is established within the Department of Revenue the Oversight 47 
Committee for reviewing and approving the benefits measurement methodology and 48 
calculation process. The Oversight Committee shall review and approve in writing all contracts 49 
contracts, including change orders, amendments to contracts, and addendums to contracts, 50 
before they are executed under this section. This shall include (i) details of each public-private 51 
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contract, (ii) the benefits from each contract, and (iii) a comprehensive forecast of the benefits 1 
of using public-private agreements to implement TIMS and the additional PDP components, 2 
including the measurement process established for the Secretary of Revenue. The Oversight 3 
Committee shall approve all of the fund transfers for this project. Within five days of entering 4 
into a contract, the Department shall provide copies of each contract and all associated 5 
information to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Information Technology, the 6 
Chairs of the House of Representatives and Senate Committees on Appropriations, and the 7 
Fiscal Research Division. 8 

The members of the Committee shall include the following: 9 
(1) The State Budget Director; 10 
(2) The Secretary of the Department of Revenue; 11 
(3) The State Chief Information Officer; 12 
(4) Two persons appointed by the Governor; 13 
(5) One member of the general public having expertise in information 14 

technology appointed by the General Assembly upon the recommendation of 15 
the Speaker of the House of Representatives; and 16 

(6) One member of the general public having expertise in economic and revenue 17 
forecasting appointed by the General Assembly upon recommendation of the 18 
President Pro Tempore of the Senate. 19 

The State Budget Director shall serve as chair of the Committee. The Committee shall set 20 
its meeting schedule and adopt its rules of operation by majority vote. A majority of the 21 
members constitutes a quorum. Vacancies shall be filled by the appointing authority. 22 
Administrative support staff shall be provided by the Department of Revenue. Members of the 23 
Committee shall receive reimbursements for subsistence and travel expenses as provided by 24 
Chapter 138 of the General Statutes. The Committee shall terminate on June 30, 2011.June 30, 25 
2015. 26 

The Department shall provide copies of the minutes of each meeting and all associated 27 
information to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Information Technology, the 28 
Chairs of the House of Representatives and Senate Committees on Appropriations, and the 29 
Fiscal Research Division. 30 

"SECTION 6.20.(d)  Beginning October 1, 2009August 1, 2010, and quarterly thereafter, 31 
the Department of Revenue shall submit detailed written reports to the Chairs of the House of 32 
Representatives and Senate Committees on Appropriation, to the Joint Legislative Oversight 33 
Committee on Information Technology, and to the Fiscal Research Division of the Legislative 34 
Services Office. The report shall include (i) details of each public-private contract, (ii) the 35 
benefits from each contract, (iii) a comprehensive forecast of the benefits of using 36 
public-private agreements to implement TIMS and the additional PDP components, including 37 
cost savings and the acceleration of the project timeline, (iv) and any issues associated with the 38 
operation of the public-private partnership. Within 60 days of implementing the public-private 39 
partnership, the Department of Revenue shall provide to the Chairs of the House of 40 
Representatives and Senate Appropriations Committees, and Fiscal Research Division, a 41 
schedule for vendor payments that identifies sources and amounts of funding anticipated as a 42 
result of the project's implementation. 43 

"SECTION 6.20.(e)  In addition to the oversight provided by the Oversight Committee 44 
established in subsection (c) of this section, the TIMS project shall be subject to existing 45 
Information Technology project oversight legislation, including, but not limited to, 46 
G.S. 147-33.72C and G.S. 147-33.72E.legislation and the TIMS project management shall 47 
comply with all statutory requirements and other requirements established by the State Chief 48 
Information Officer and the Office of State Budget and Management for information 49 
technology projects. The State Chief Information Officer and the Office of State Budget and 50 
Management shall immediately report any failure to do so to the Joint Legislative Oversight 51 
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Committee on Information Technology, the Chairs of the House of Representatives and Senate 1 
Committees on Appropriations, and the Fiscal Research Division." 2

PART III. EDUCATION 4 
 5 

SECTION 3.1.  Section 7.24(h) of S.L. 2010-31 reads as rewritten: 6 
"SECTION 7.24.(h)  Beginning with the 2010-2011 school year, courses provided in (i) 7 

general education, except for mathematics, science, and technology, (ii) physical education, and 8 
(iii) college success skills courses offered to high school students shall no longer generate State 9 
funding through budget FTE.FTE or receive reimbursements from the Department of Public 10 
Instruction. If an institute of higher education offers these courses to high school students, the 11 
colleges may charge an amount sufficient to cover the costs of the courses. 12 

This subsection does not apply to courses provided to students of Early and Middle College 13 
High Schools.Schools, as established under Part 9 of Article 16 of Chapter 115C of the General 14 
Statutes." 15 
 16 

SECTION 3.2.  Nothing in Section 7.17 of S.L. 2010-31 shall be construed to 17 
invalidate any budget resolution or budget amendment approved by a local board of education 18 
regarding the appropriation or transfer of revenue to any other fund that was approved for use 19 
by the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction and the Local Government 20 
Commission. 21 

 22 
SECTION 3.2A.  Section 7.4(b) of S.L. 2010-31 reads as rewritten: 23 

"SECTION 7.4.(b)  The State Board shall use only funds provided through the North 24 
Carolina Virtual Public Schools Allotment Formula to fund shall be the only source of State 25 
funds available to the State Board for the purposes of funding NCVPS." 26 
 27 

SECTION 3.3.  Section 9.14(c) of S.L. 2009-451, as rewritten by Section 9.9 of 28 
S.L. 2010-31, reads as rewritten: 29 

"SECTION 9.14.(c)  The North Carolina Utilities Commission is directed to facilitate and 30 
expedite wind energy pilot projects developed pursuant to this act that come within its 31 
jurisdiction to the extent allowed by law and consistent with State statute. A wind turbine 32 
constructed pursuant to this section shall be exempt from the requirements of G.S. 62-110.1.  33 
For such wind turbines owned by a public utility, upon an application by the public utility 34 
seeking a rider to recover the costs of such project, the Utilities Commission shall establish an 35 
annual rider for the public utility to recover the just and reasonable costs, including the utility's 36 
cost of debt and equity, of such project upon completion. Should the project development and 37 
construction of the demonstration wind turbines be unreasonably delayed beyond the date set 38 
forth in subsection (a) of this section for reasons outside the control of the public utility, all just 39
