North Carolina at Chapel Hill graduating Phi Beta Kappa in 1956; and 8 

Whereas, James R. Turner served in the Naval Reserves for three years retiring with 9 
the rank of Captain; and 10 

Whereas, James R. Turner earned a law degree from Yale University in 1962 and 11 
had a successful law career working for a number of firms in Winston-Salem; and 12 

Whereas, James R. Turner also represented the Greensboro Housing Authority for a 13 
number of years; and 14 

Whereas, James R. Turner was appointed to fill a vacant seat in the State Senate in 15 
1979 and served the General Assembly with honor and distinction for the remainder of the 16 
term; and 17 

Whereas, James R. Turner was active in his community serving as a member and 18 
president of the Civitan Club and as a volunteer with the Greensboro Urban Ministry; and 19 

Whereas, James R. Turner was active in the Holy Trinity Episcopal Church in 20 
Winston-Salem; and 21 

Whereas, James R. Turner died on October 8, 2009, at the age of 75; and 22 
Whereas, James R. Turner is survived by his wife of 42 years, Dr. Carolyn Simpkins 23 

Turner; a daughter, Susannah Turner Harvell; a son, William Joel Turner; and grandchildren, 24 
Blythe Turner, Will Turner, and Jack Turner; Now, therefore, 25
