The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 7 

SECTION 1.  The Administrative Office of the Courts shall (i) study issues related 8 

to the sale of court records and how best to ensure the accuracy of the information available to 9 

the customer and to protect a citizen's right to have his or her record expunged and (ii) review 10 

the State's statutes relating to a person's "criminal record" and make recommendations on 11 

defining the term "criminal record" by statute.  The Administrative Office of the Courts shall 12 

report its findings and recommendations to the General Assembly no later than upon the 13 

convening of the 2012 Regular Session of the 2011 General Assembly. 14 

SECTION 2.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 15
