BILL SUMMARY:

Section 1 amends G.S. 20-37.6 to provide that medical recertification is not required for renewal of
a removable windshield handicapped placard, provided the recipient is certified as totally and
permanently disabled at the time of initial application or prior renewal.

Section 2 requires the Division of Motor Vehicles to develop or update the appropriate forms and
procedures needed to implement the act, effective upon enactment.

Section 3 also specifies that the remainder of the act is effective July 1, 2016.

ASSUMPTIONS AND METHODOLOGY:

There is no anticipated revenue impact, as the permanent placard will continue to be renewed
every five years at the current fee of $5. According to the Department, requisite renewal notice
changes and system modifications can be accommodated with existing resources.
