AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE DIVISION OF MOTOR VEHICLES TO PRODUCE AN
"ALPHA PHI ALPHA FRATERNITY" SPECIAL REGISTRATION PLATE.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:

SECTION 1. G.S. 20-63(b1)(47) is reenacted as it existed immediately before its
repeal.

SECTION 2. G.S. 20-79.4(b)(6) is reenacted as it existed immediately before its
repeal.

SECTION 3.(a) The Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity special registration plate listed as
expired in G.S. 20-79.7(al) and (b) is reenacted as it existed immediately before its repeal.

SECTION 3.(b) The additional fee amount for the Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity
special registration plate listed under G.S. 20-79.7(al), as reenacted by this section, is modified
to thirty dollars ($30.00). The Revisor of Statutes shall reorganize the table accordingly.

SECTION 3.(c) The distribution of fees for the Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity special
registration plate listed under G.S. 20-79.7(b), as reenacted by this section, is modified to ten
dollars ($10.00) for the Special Registration Plate Account (SRPA) and twenty dollars ($20.00)
for the Collegiate and Cultural Attraction Plate Account (CCAPA). The Revisor of Statutes shall
reorganize the table accordingly.

SECTION 4. G.S. 20-81.12(b39) is reenacted as it existed immediately before its
repeal and reads as rewritten:
