AN ACT TO AMEND THE FEE SCHEDULE AND EXPIRED REGISTRATION RENEWAL
PROCEDURES FOR THE BOARD OF BARBER EXAMINERS.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 86A-17(b) reads as rewritten:
"(b) A registered barber whose certificate of registration has expired may have the
certificate restored immediately upon paying all lapsed renewal fees and the required late fee and

furnrshrng a health certrfrcate if requrred by the Board Where—a—regrstered—barber—s—eerﬂ#reate—e#

persuanHe—Gé—%A-Z—?—A regrstered barber whose certlfrcate has exprred for a perrod of five
years shall be required to take the clinical examination prescribed by the State Board of Barber
Examiners and otherwise comply with the provisions of this Chapter before engaging in the
practice of barbering. No registered barber who is reissued a certificate under this subsection shall
be required to serve an apprenticeship as a prerequisite to reissuance of the certificate."
SECTION 2. G.S. 86A-25 reads as rewritten:
